Activities to Help Your Child at Home

(This experience can be done in and around the home and assists your child’s development)

This half term our topic is ‘Water.’ 

In phonics we have been learning the red word old.
Money
Activities:

· This week in Maths we have been focusing on Money. We have been discussing the value of coins and discussing the shape and colour of them too. 

· Place a range of coins from 1p – 10p. Ask your child to sort the coins in order of colour, then in value from lowest to highest. Challenge them by introducing coins from 20p - £2 and ask them to arrange the coins from highest value to lowest. 
· Place 2 coins in front of your child (e.g 1p and a 2p) ask you child to add the amount to find the total. Get them to record their findings (1p +2p = 3p). Repeat this process with a variety of coins up to the value of 10p, or 20p! 

· Pop to the shops! Encourage your child to help you pay for items under the value of £1. Reminding them that £1 is equal to 100 pennies.
· Ask your child to record their learning in their homework books by drawing pictures and adding captions/sentences.

Your child will learn: to recognise coins of different value, adding coins to find the total, using money in everyday life when helping to buy items.
Vocabulary: coins, 1p, 2p, 5p, 10p, money, shopping, value, cost, adding, total, amount.
Resources: Coins – 1p, 2p, 5p, 10p, 20, 50p, £1, £2.
