Activities to Help Your Child at Home

(This experience can be done in and around the home and assists your child’s development)

This half term our topic is ‘Water.’ 

In phonics we have been learning the red word he.
Science experiements/Where Bear.
Activities:

· Our Literacy story this week is Where Bear!
· We researched various facts about Polar Bears and their habitats. 
· Ask your child to make a poster about saving the Polar Bears encourage them to add a fact to their poster.
· Polar Bears live in the Arctic Circle, ask your child to explain a Polar Bears environment. Polar Bears have a layer of fat to keep warm, messy experiment time! (Sorry parents!)  
· Parents place a bowl full of ice cubes and cold water in a bowl. Have two food bags ready. One full of butter, lard or vegetable shortening. Ask your child to place one hand in an empty food bag and the other hand in the bag full of fat. Count down from 10 and place both hands into the bowl of frozen icy water! Ask your child to explain which hand is colder, explain how the hand in fat kept warmer for longer and that’s how Polar bears stay warm, their layer of fat protects them from the cold. 
· Ask your child to record their learning in their homework books by drawing pictures and adding captions/sentences.

Your child will learn: different habitats and explaining environments and how to conduct a safe experiment and relate it to their learning. 
Vocabulary: Polar bears, ice, cold, water, frozen, warm, fat, Arctic Circle.
Resources: pencil, pencil colours, books, 2 food bags, bowl, ice, water, fat- (butter, lard, vegetable shortening)
